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Not long ago the third graders discovered 26 new constellations in the “observatory” in room 104 at Grand Isle School. The teacher of third grade thought that there needed to be more constellations in the sky.

There used to be 88 constellations and now there are 114.  They looked on a star chart at the summer, winter, fall and spring night sky.
